Rogers Cable TV coverage of Toronto Computer Leasing Inquiry

I am writing this letter in reference to the City of Toronto Computer Leasing Inquiry/Toronto External Contracts Inquiry (“the Inquiry”). Hearing for the Inquiry are now underway under the Commissioner, Madam Justice Bellamy. As you know, the first two witnesses have been Mayor Lastman and Mr. Michael Garrett, the former Chief Administrative Officer of Toronto.

It is in this context I am writing to you about the apparent lack of coverage on Rogers Community Channel 10 of the proceedings to date of the Inquiry. For example, when Mayor Lastman was testifying, your competitor Cable Pulse 24, was providing extensive coverage. I did not see any use of the CBC pool feed of his testimony from Rogers Cable TV.

The reason(s) for this seeming lack of coverage are unclear. Could you please advise me whether this situation is, in whole or in part, due to:

· Your apparent relationship as an informal advisor to Mayor Lastman and certain members of his inner circle;

· Your reported intention to be a candidate for the mayoralty of Toronto in the November 2003 civic election; or

· Some other reason

Also, could you please advise me of whether, and if so, how, Rogers Cable Community TV will be covering future proceedings of the Inquiry.
